CIVIL WAR SAFETY RULES
1 – No smoking is permitted whenever powder, in quantity, is being transported.

All powder in quantities in excess of one pound shall be maintained in the event central powder magazine.

2 – Horseplay, rowdy behavior, physical abuse, or verbal abuse at any CWP event is strictly prohibited.

3 – Alcohol is not allowed on the premises.  Anyone found in possession of such is subject to immediate removal by Security.

4 – Any individual found being under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be reported to Knott’s Security who will determine subsequent action.

5 – There will be no weapons left unattended at any times.  Spectators shall not be permitted to fire weapons.

6 – There will be no firing of weapons in the camp area at any time except with authorization of the Federal or Confederate commanders, and then only in the designated areas.  No weapon shall be fired at any individual.
7- No weapons firing will be allowed within twenty-five (25) feet of powder magazines.

8 – The loading of weapons will commence just prior to the start of any demonstration and only on the command of the Federal or Confederate commander.  Priming (capping) will be done on command only.

9 – Fires shall be maintained in above ground steel containers, and shall be roped off so as to prevent contact by the public.

10 – A bucket of water shall be maintained in the close proximity to each campfire.

11 – If doing any cooking demonstrations, no food may be given to the public, without exception.
